SUBJECT: 
Advantage Sentry and Protection Incorporated (ASAP) – Prisoner Security Services  
Background
	The National City Police Department has contracted with Advantage Sentry and Protection Incorporated (ASAP) to assist with prisoner watch and transports during unusual circumstances.  

Procedures

The on-duty sergeant/watch commander will have the discretion to call out ASAP when a prisoner is admitted to the hospital and the crime/occurrence is a felony and the crime is not suitable, because of its seriousness, for submission to the District Attorney’s Office for review. 
The on-duty supervisor/watch commander should first consider utilizing the existing call out list of officers. 

The following procedure should be followed by dispatch to call out for the ASAP services:  

1. To request hospital watch, call the 24 hour duty supervisor number: (619) 587-0029. If there is no answer or return call in 10 minutes, call their administrative number: (619) 948-1994.

2. Advise ASAP of the following information:

· Number of prisoner(s)

· Gender of prisoner(s) 


· Location of prisoner (i.e. UCSD ER, Bed 6)

· Seriousness of offense 

· Anticipated length of hospital watch (i.e. 2 days until arraignment)
3. ASAP will be given the Arrest Report and Signed Probable Cause Declaration
4. ASAP will be given the prisoner’s property in a labeled plastic bag 

5. ASAP will complete the NCPD transport form and give it to the NCPD officer at the hospital.
6. Any contraband / weapons found on the prisoner by ASAP personnel will be documented and a report will be submitted to ASAP management. ASAP will notify NCPD of the found contraband / weapon.
7. The on-duty NCPD and ASAP supervisors will be responsible for ensuring the ASAP time sheet card is completed and will articulate the time of arrival and completion of the assignment. A copy of this time sheet card will be forwarded to Operations Assistant Bridget Gregory in order to process the payment for services rendered.
8. NCPD dispatchers will add notes into CAD as to:

a. Time ASAP was requested

b. ASAP’s arrival time

c. ASAP’s completion of assignment (time stamp)

This process should be treated in the same fashion as we do tow truck call outs.
