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SYNOPSIS:

Suspect 1 (Suspect) and Suspect 2 (Suspect) were loitering with the intent to commit prostitution. 

Suspect 1 and Suspect 2 were observed, by police, walking in an area known for prostitution activity and dressed in revealing clothing. During the observation, Suspect 1 was seen leaning in the driver side window of a vehicle that was stopped in the middle of the street and occupied by one male. 

During the arrest, Suspect 1 and Suspect 2 were found to be in possession of an unused condom and cellular telephones with text messages indicating prostitution activity. Both Suspect 1 and Suspect 2 were also found to be in possession of motel room keys.  

Suspect 1 and Suspect 2 made a statements that they work as prostitutes and do not have a pimp. Suspect 1 and Suspect 2 have prior contacts by police in National City for prostitution and were warned not to be engaged in prostitution activity. Additionally, Suspect 1 and Suspect 2 have contacts for prostitution out of county and state.  
 

ORIGIN:

On (Date)  at about 0000 hours, I was driving an marked National City Police vehicle and wearing a National City Police uniform patrolling the area located between 100 – 800 National City Blvd in National City. This area is known for prostitution activity. 

BACKGROUND:
	
The City of National City has a long history of prostitution in the 000 to 700 blocks of Roosevelt
Avenue and National City Boulevard. In 1997, the department’s Neighborhood Policing Team
(NPT) initiated a Problem Oriented Policing Project targeting prostitution activity and persons
involved in the activity. The project resulted in an immediate drop in prostitution activity. 

I have been employed as a police officer with the City of National City for over nineteen years. I have contacted numerous prostitutes and their customers during my tenure. I have worked as an undercover officer conducting surveillance of prostitutes and their activity. I am familiar with the behavior and habits used by prostitutes and their customers who intend to engage in prostitution. 

Recently there has been an increase in prostitution activity in and about the area of Roosevelt and National City Boulevard. Citizens and Elected Officials have formally complained to the Police Department regarding the increased prostitution activity. 

To combat the increased prostitution activity, officers from the National City Police Department, Patrol Division, have been assigned to monitor the activity and conduct enforcement patrols in an effort to improve the quality of life for citizens and business owners in the area.  

INVESTIGATION:

At about 0000 hours I began my surveillance of the area of Roosevelt Avenue and National City Boulevard. I was wearing a full police uniform and driving a marked police vehicle. 

At about that time, I saw four females, wearing tight fitting, revealing clothing. The females clothing was worn so that their bras were exposed or could easily be exposed. I saw the females walking in the area of Roosevelt Avenue and National City Blvd. 

I continued to drive the area and saw another Officer parked in the 500 block of Roosevelt Avenue working on reports. Often, officers will do this so there is a deterrence with prostitution activity. I observed several females still continue to walk the area despite the presence of law enforcement. 

As I turned to drive eastbound on 5th Street from Roosevelt Avenue, I saw a female, later identified to me as Suspect 2 (Suspect), standing in the middle of the street, leaning into the driver side window of a truck that was stopped and occupied by a male driver. Immediately, upon seeing my patrol vehicle, Suspect 2 quickly walked away from the vehicle and toward the sidewalk. Simultaneously, the male driver drove away from the area. From my training and experience, this is a common reaction when a prostitute is talking to a potential customer.

This type of behavior indicated to me that Suspect 2 was looking for potential customers. From my training and experience, I know customers will drive by slowly to look at the prostitute and/or get their attention. Prostitutes commonly will look back in at the driver of the vehicle and signal to them to pull over. Often times this does not happen on the first drive by, however, on the second or third drive by the vehicle will pull over and make a deal with the prostitute.   
 
Suspect 2 had on a black bra and tight fitting blue jeans (See Photographs). The clothing Suspect 2 was wearing was revealing. 

I contacted Suspect 2 and asked her what she was doing. Suspect 2 lowered her head, smiled, and said, “Nothing.” I told Suspect 2, “It didn’t look like you were doing nothing” and Suspect 2 replied, “I know.” I asked Suspect 2 if she had been contacted in the area prior and she replied, “yeah.” Suspect 2 told me she had been contacted three days prior. 

Based off Suspect 2 being in a high prostitution area, her dress and activity, I placed her under arrest for loitering with the intent to commit prostitution. I asked Suspect 2 if she had anything on her person. Suspect 2 had a cellular telephone in her hand along with a tobacco type cigarette. Suspect 2 then pulled out a hotel room key from her rear pant pocket. 

Officer XXX arrived to assist me. I placed Suspect 2 under arrest. 

At the same time, another Officer arrived approximately 100 feet from my location and stopped another female, known to me as Suspect 1 (Suspect), walking on Roosevelt Avenue. I spoke with the Officer while preparing this report and he told me the reason he stopped Suspect 1 was due to her revealing clothing, walking in a high prostitution area and the proximity to another prostitute that I had arrested (Suspect 2). 

Officer Scanlon told me he exited his vehicle, contacted Suspect 1 and asked her if she was “working.” Suspect 1 told Officer xxx she was working. Officer xxx knew this to mean as a prostitute. 

I arrived to cover Officer xxx. Immediately, I recognized Suspect 1 from contacting her on 05/xx/2019 at about 1400 hours. At that time, Suspect 1 was loitering in the area of 400 Roosevelt Avenue. During that contact, Suspect 1 was wearing revealing clothing and admitted to me she was working as a prostitute. Suspect 1 admitted she charged between 180 and 200 for full sex. (Refer to San Diego County Regional Field Interview #19053). This contact was captured on Body Worn Camera. 

Due to the prior contact only a few days prior, admission to Officer xxx regarding working as a prostitute and the location Suspect 1 was in, I placed her under arrest for loitering with the intent to commit prostitution. 

Suspect 1 was asked if she had anything on her person. Suspect 1 had a cellular telephone in her hand. Suspect 1 had a hotel room key and an unused condom on her person. I collected these items and later impounded them as evidence. 

Officer xxx assisted and also transported Suspect 1 to the National City Police Department for processing. At NCPD, I requested a female officer to assist in a more complete search of Suspect 1 and Suspect 2. Officer xxx arrived and assisted by searching Suspect 1 and Suspect 2. 
 
I believed Suspect 1 and Suspect 2 were dressed purposely to gain the attention of potential customers. From my training and experience, prostitutes commonly will wear revealing clothing and/or have a “flashy” appearance to gain more attention from potential customers. 

I conducted a record check of Suspect 2 and located another contact for prostitution activity out of San Diego Police Department on 04/02/2019 at about 1900 hours in the area of 652 N. G Street, San Diego, California. Refer to San Diego Police Department Incident#5368096. 

I conducted a record check of Suspect 1 and located prior contact for prostitution that was my own personal contact with her on 05/31/2019.   

I impounded the items into evidence at NCPD that I collected from Suspect 1 and Suspect 2. 

I admonished Suspect 1 of her Miranda Warning. Suspect 1 told me she understood her Miranda Warning and continued to speak with me. I documented some of the statements Suspect 1 made. My body worn camera recorded her statements in its entirety.

I admonished Suspect 2 of her Miranda Warning. Suspect 2 told me she understood her Miranda Warning and continued to speak with me. I documented some of the statements Suspect 2 made. My body worn camera recorded her statements in its entirety.   
  
Officer XXX subsequently transported and booked Suspect 1 and Suspect 2 into the Las Colinas Detention Facility. 


STATEMENTS:
	
SUSPECT 1 (SUSPECT) 

Suspect 1 told me she did not heed the warning I had given her on 05/31/2019 because “this is where the money is at.” Suspect 1 is visiting from Las Vegas, however she has a grandmother who lives in Los Angeles, California.

I asked Suspect 1 if she had a pimp and she replied, “I don’t have one and that is the truth.” I asked Suspect 1 why she did not want help to get off the streets and she replied, “It is hard.” Suspect 1 told me the money is too good and that once she was doing it for a while, it was hard to stop. 

I asked Suspect 1 how many customers she had for the day and she replied, “None, you see I don’t have any money on me.” 

Suspect 1 told me she charges $150 for full sex, $100 for oral sex and she will not perform any sex without a condom. Suspect 1 told me she had just rented a room from the Roadway Inn on Roosevelt Avenue before getting arrested. Suspect 1 told me she does not use the room for customers, usually she performs the sex acts in their car.

SUSPECT 2 (SUSPECT) 

Suspect 2 told me she only had been out working for an hour before police contacted and arrested her. Suspect 2 told me she only had one customer prior to police contact. Suspect 2 told me she made $150 from the customer and it was for full sex.

Suspect 2 told me she charges $100 for full sex, $60 for oral sex and she will not perform any sex without a condom.

Suspect 2 told me an officer spoke with her a few days ago and warned her not to be engaged in prostitution activity. Suspect 2 explained to me she continues to work in the area because most the time officers just giver her warnings. Suspect 2 indicated the money is substantial and therefore worth the risk of getting caught and arrested. 

Suspect 2 told me the incident when I observed her leaning in the driver side window of a truck was unlucky on her part because she was only asking the driver for a lighter. Suspect 2 said, “Of course I am working, but this time I really was asking for a lighter even though the guy thought I was asking for a date.”

Suspect 2 told me she had been arrested in Los Angeles, California for prostitution related offences and is awaiting court proceedings. Suspect 2 told me she had been arrested approximately four times prior in Los Angeles, California.
